All mares to have had at least one foal. (See below for Maiden Mares).

All entries not to have been fed on any concentrated short feed.

All animals to be judged on the open Forest.

Owners are responsible for showing their own animals to the Judge.
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The Young Commoners cup and prize money will be awarded to the highest placed
mare belonging to a young commoner aged under 35 years. The mare must be
registered in their own name and depastured on the forest. Those eligible to mark the
entry form accordingly.

7. All premiums and prizes will be paid by direct bank transfer. Please supply bank
account details on entry form.

8. Please note in line with The Societies wider Judging rules, entries will not be taken
from owners with direct family connection to their areas judge.

Graded mare status and free registrations are subject to the mare receiving
a clear PSSM1 test, which must be carried out in accordance with Society
procedures.
